Public Comment: None

Update of Authorized Signors at Bremer Bank: Motion by Mathers, seconded by Krage to authorize the removal of both Kevin Knutson and Christine Peterson and the addition of Michelle Quinn as signors at Bremer Bank. Motion carried unanimously. It was noted there would be no changes regarding authorized signors Suzie Peterson or David Olson.  

Water Treatment Facility Change Order: An update was provided related to the Water Treatment Facility. A change order presented replaces the change order approved November 12, 2019. Motion by Sanden, seconded by Krage to approve change order no. 1A for the Water Treatment Facility Project. Motion carried unanimously. 

Approve Liquor Licenses: Motion by Sanden, seconded by Mathers to approve Liquor Licenses for JT’s Corner Bar & Grill LLC and American Legion 423 contingent upon the submission of required information. Motion carried unanimously. The license term is January 1, 2020 expiring December 31, 2020.  

Approve Gambling Permits: Motion by Krage, seconded by Sanden to approve Gambling Permits for the Sheldon Valley Sportsman’s Association for events to be hosted at the Community Center on January 25, 2020 and March 28, 2020. Motion carried unanimously.

Consent agenda: Motion by Krage, seconded by Mathers to approve the minutes of the November 12, 2019. Motion carried unanimously.

Department Reports: Ed Jacob reported on water seeping from the ground near 205 N Grant Street. Maintenance will continue to monitor the leak as there is uncertainty where the leak is originating. Mr. Jacob noted the leak isn’t impacting the water treatment plant at this time.

Ed Jacob requested a laptop or tablet with internet capabilities so that maintenance staff would have the ability to access GIS data on location. This would aid in locating service lines when work is being conducted in the field without having to travel back and forth from field to office.  

Chris Peterson reported a meeting has been scheduled with Finance Consultant, Mike Bubany for 4:00 PM on Monday December 2, 2019 to discuss the City’s financial needs and budget. It was agreed the Mayor would attend the meeting in addition to office staff. 

Suzie Peterson reported the auditor will be onsite in December and again in February. She will include a notice of water rate increases on the December and January water bills. The rate increase will become effective on with the February water bills.  

Chief Hurley was pleased to report the items requiring correction at 126 South Sherman Street have been addressed by the property owner. No further action is expected. 

It was noted a letter from Council needs to be sent to the tenant and property owner of 409 Cedar Street to address ordinance violations which are ongoing. Further discussion may be necessary during the December 9, 2019 meeting depending on the outcome.
